Supporting You

Digital Skills
Training

We continue to help tenants and
residents to become more digitally
savvy and confident online.

Since 2023, we have been working
closely with AbilityNet, a local charity
that supports people to get online and
develop digital skills.

To date, they have delivered digital skills
training to 163 tenants, either one-to-
one or in small groups.

The training covers a range of practical
skills, including using tablets and
smartphones, shopping online safely,
and using social media.

Our Volunteer Digital Champion is
available to provide 1-to-1 digital support
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for those who need extra guidance.

Food Safety Awareness

Last year we organised a Food Safety
& Hygiene Awareness Training
course, with11 tenants from various
schemes participating in this pilot.
The course was specifically designed to
equip tenants with essential knowledge
and skills required to safely support
events within Radius schemes.

Feedback from participants was very
positive and subject to demand we may
run this course again in the spring.
